Aromas of black cherry, star anise, clove and lavender lead from
the nose into a palate that weaves black cherry and cranberry flavors with chai spice on a lively frame. - Matt Kettmann

94 points - Jeb Dunnuck Wild strawberries, white flowers, and a beautiful minerality and chalkiness emerge from the 2021 Pinot
Noir La Encantada Vineyard, another beautifully made, balanced, elegant release from this estate. It's not the most complex in the
lineup, but I love its purity and balance.
